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WAVE TEALS, MARLINS BEGIN PRACTICE THIS WEEK:

 The “staggered” start for Elite concludes this week as practice for the Wavebuster Teals (today), the Marlin Blacks (Tuesday) and the Marlin Teals (Tuesday) all begin this week.


Coaches will review the fundamentals with these training groups, just as they have reviewed the fundamentals with the higher training groups over the last two weeks. 

Also this week, “returning” swimmers will receive their team uniforms that were ordered based upon the August 1st deposit. Swimmers “new” to Elite will receive their uniforms in approximately one month. 

SUNDAY, OCTOBER 2ND TO BE FUNDRAISER FOR KATRINA: 


Elite will hold a “Relay Elite-a-thon” for swimmers affected by Hurricane Katrina on Sunday, October 2nd. 


The fundraiser is to be structured as follows: each swimmer in each training group will obtain as many pledges (contributions) as possible. Each training group will swim continuous relays during their Sunday, October 2nd practice time (there will be 2 or 3 continuous relays going on at any one time during practice). 


The relay(s) will be continuous as swimmers in the “next” training group time slot will “continue” the relay. Thus, Elite anticipates 7 hours of continuous relays on that day.


Elite will work with New Jersey Swimming and USA Swimming to donate the money raised to swimmers affected by the devastation of Hurricane Katrina.


It is possible that other teams in the area will join Elite at this fundraiser.

PRACTICE SUIT, ACCESSORIES SALE THIS SUNDAY (SEPT 25):

It is critical that these forms be returned to Bill’s mailbox   as soon as possible so that each Elite swimmer is registered (and thus insured).
